Your order is among the first 30 tickets purchased which are Early Entry passes. This means you’ll be admitted into the hall prior to the rest of the ticket holders, usually be around 7:25. On other nights, just join the regular admission line and we’ll call you out of line just before we open the doors.  

Calvin’s is a smoke and alcohol free listening room with a casual atmosphere.  Coffees, teas, juices are available at $1.00 for a ‘bottomless cup’ and $1.00-$2.00 for each dessert.  The concert is held in the fellowship hall, which is furnished with 6 & 8 person shared tables as well as individual chairs.  You are welcome to sit anywhere. As your tickets are taken at the door, you may want to pick up an “occupied” sign to hold your chair while you peruse our refreshments and the performer’s recordings sales table.

Uncle Calvin’s is operated entirely by unpaid volunteers and the money we raise is donated to several area charitable organizations that assist the homeless and hungry in North Texas.  Over the years we have contributed to, among others: Habitat For Humanity, North Texas Food Bank, The Oasis Housing Project, The Austin Street Shelter, The Stew Pot, and The Phoenix Project for Abused Women and Children.

We are open most Friday nights and feature various types of music with an emphasis on contemporary and traditional folk, blues, country, and bluegrass. The majority of our artists write and perform their own original works.  These are the folks who write the hits for other singers such as Willie Nelson, John Denver, Kathy Mattea, Neal McCoy, Joan Baez, Waylon Jennings, Nanci Griffith…Come out any Friday and hear someone new, the real stars!
